L INTRODUCTION

At the kind invitation of the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization
(UNESCO), the fifty-second session of the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change
(IPCC) will take place at the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization
(UNESCO) Headquarters, in the city of Paris, France from 24-28 February 2020. The
registration of participants to this session will open on 23 February 2020, from 4 to 6
p.m., from 8:00 a.m. on the 24" and as of 9:00 a.m. from 25-28 February 2020.

NOTE — This guide will provide participants w ith useful information on visiting Paris and attending the above
mentioned meetings. Participants are advised to read it carefully and contact us in case of questions.



II. VISITORS TO PARIS
1. General and cultural Information about Paris

Paris is the cosmopolitan capital of France. It is one Europe's largest cities, with 2.2 million
people living in the dense, central city and almost 12 million people living in the whole
metropolitan area.

Since the 17th century, Paris has been one of Europe's centers of arts, science, fashion,
commerce, finance.

Located in the north of France on the River Seine, Paris has the reputation of being a
romantic city, brimming with historic associations and remaining influential in the realms of
culture, art, fashion, food and design.

A large part of the city, including the River Seine, is a UNESCO World Heritage Site. The city
contains numerous iconic landmarks, such as the Eiffel Tower, the Arc de Triomphe, the
Cathedral Notre-Dame, the Louvre Museum and the Moulin Rouge, making it the most
popular tourist destination in the world with 46.7 million tourists in 2015.

2. International Airports

Two International airports are located around Paris: the Paris Charles de Gaulle Airport and
the Paris Orly Airport.

Paris Charles de Gaulle Airport also known as Roissy Airport is the largest international
airport in France. It is named after Charles de Gaulle (1890-1970), leader of the Free
French Forces during the Second World War, founder of the French Fifth Republic and
President of France from 1959 to 1969.

In 2016, the airport handled 65,933,145 passengers, thus making it the world's tenth-
busiest airport in terms of passenger numbers.

Paris Orly Airport is an international airport serving as a secondary hub for domestic and
overseas territories flights. Prior to the construction of Charles de Gaulle Airport, Orly was
the main airport of Paris. Even with the shift of most international traffic to Charles de
Gaulle Airport, Orly remains the busiest French airport for domestic traffic.
